| am not suggesting that the current crisis is the result of any individuals, after
all we are to be good stewards of our money, similarly banks have shareholder
and governments have services to run and pay for. Yet there does seem to be
an element of greed that has fuelled this problem, a lack of satisfaction with
what we have. As Mr Micawber correctly pronounced, if you live beyond your
means, and spend beyond your means, it all in ends in misery. We are now
told that we are in recession and that if prolonged it could lead to depression
miserable stuff indeed.

The Bible tells us our treasure should be in heaven and where our treasure is
there also is our heart (Matthew 6:20-21). As followers of Christ we are never
bankrupt, any worldly misery is held in tension with an inner conbdence, joy
and peace that passes understanding.

The economic downturn will mean tougher times ahead, yet this contrast is
heightened because times have been so good. As we tighten our belts and
count our pennies may we also tighten our resolve to invest in heavenly
currency: love, forgiveness, mercy and generosity etc.. These !'heavenly” or
Ifaith” commodities can always be counted on, and, by the grace our God,
when invested in the kingdom, will always pay dividends
